ACCIDENT SCENE INVESTIGATION 
 
 

SYNOPSIS: 
On Tuesday, 05/10/05, we met with and we obtained a recorded statement from your insured, 
John Doe.  We measured, drew a Ònot to scaleÓ diagram of the area, and we videotaped the 
accident scene location.  While on location, we met a witness, Ms. Mary Smith and we 
obtained a statement from her (please see Investigative Profile). 
 
 
 
INVESTIGATION PROFILE: 
On Tuesday, 05/10/05, we met with the insured and we obtained a recorded statement.  A 
summary of his statement, is as follows: 
The insured is described as a young black male, 5Õ8Ó, 150 pounds, clean shaven, with toned 
muscles, and he does not wear prescription glasses.  Mentally, the insured is having 
difficulties cooping with the victims death. 
The insuredÕs residence is located in a rural, lower to lower/middle  income neighborhood, it 
is prefab or mobile home, with several acres, containing non-operable vehicles and other 
items.  At the time of the accident, the insured was driving a light blue, 1976, Chevrolet, PU 
(license plate 123-ABC) and there is damage to the left front fender and bumper. 
On the date of the accident, the insured had just dropped off his sister, at the stadium, as she 
was participating on the ÒWalk for Breast CancerÓ.  He was on his way back home to sleep 
for a while, then he would return to pick her up later in the evening.  He said he was tired 
(from working that day).  At the intersection of Stadium Dr. and the 900 blk of LMN Blvd., 
he was on Stadium facing West.  He was attempting to turn left, South, onto LMN Blvd.  He 
had to wait three to five minutes for the South bound traffic to pass by (LMN Blvd is two 
lanes South and two lanes North bound with a flat, open and marked, medium).  When he 
looked left, he could see the Northbound traffic at the intersection of FM 1234 (which is a 
red light).  He saw the deceased, on the Harley, at the intersection.  He can recall this because  
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he always wanted a motorcycle and anyone can hear a Harley (engine noise).  On Stadium 
Ave, there were no vehicles in front of his truck or behind his truck.  As the Southbound 
traffic thinned out, he could see a dark colored Ford SUV, in the right lane, turning onto his 
street (Stadium Dr).  The SUV had its right blinker on as well as its headlights.  He also had 
his headlights on and his left blinker on.  As the SUV slowed down to turn, he could see 
other cars further behind (maybe 3 to 4 car lengths).  The insured had his truck windows 
down, so he could still hear the Harley, but he could not see it.  He did not see it; however, 
since the right (southbound) lane was clear, he pulled out to turn left.  His truckÕs front end 
was already in the first (left) southbound lane when he heard and felt the impact.  He never 
saw the Harley hit his truck.  Upon impact, the insured was thrown forward, hitting his right 
leg on the gear shifter (and his head on the steering wheel???).  Immediately, his truck engine 
shut off and this is why he was thrown forward.  The motorcycle impact was not very loud.  
He did not hear any braking sounds.  He recalls the motorcycle hitting the truck and 
bouncing back, then falling over.  The deceased body was thrown forward, then he fell 
backwards.  He was not thrown over the truck.  At least three different individuals stopped to 
render aid, but not the turning Ford SUV; it proceeded on Stadium obviously not aware of 
the accident. 
One of the helpers was a lady, Mary Smith.  She assisted Mr. Doe and she also witnessed the 
entire incident.  She was traveling behind the Ford SUV.  Others were trying to assist the 
deceased, however, he was bleeding severally from the head.  Mr. Doe has physically 
recovered from his two injuries; however, emotionally he is not doing very good.  He cannot 
forget that he killed someone.  He voluntarily gave a blood sample, to the police department, 
and it was negative for alcohol and/or drugs. 
NOTE: Prior to our interview and statement, Mr. Doe met us at the accident scene.  We were 
concerned and we questioned him about a single skid mark, in the left (Northbound) lane, 
that had been professionally marked by someone (probably the police department).  This skid 
mark was 16Õ6Ó long and it stopped at least 10 to 15 yards prior to the ÒallegedÓ impact area.  
It was centered in the left lane.  The impact area, according to the insured, would have been 
in the left Southbound lane, therefore, the motorcycle would have made a very hard left turn 
to hit the truck and the impact area would have been at an angle into the truck (instead, the 
true impact area was straight into the truck).  The insured said there were no skid marks at 
the scene of ÒhisÓ accident (his parents made the same claim and they believed the skid 
marks were from another accident). 
While we were standing by the accident scene, an adult female stopped in her car and she 
approached the insured.  She wanted to know how he was doing.  She told this investigator 
that she had witnessed the accident and her name was Mary Smith.  She agreed to give this 
investigator a recorded statement. 
After taking the photographs and video of the damaged truck and after we obtained the 
insuredÕs statement, his mother followed us out to tell us that there were no skid marks at the 
scene, the motorcyclist was speeding, and currently, her son is not sleeping and he is having 
nightmares about the accident.  The investigating police officer (SGT Jones) came to the 
hospital and questioned him about the damaged grill guard.  When her son admitted it was 
broke before the accident, the officer told him that Òthe grill guard sticking out is what killed 
the man.  No matter how fast the motorcyclist was traveling, he was still at fault for not  
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yielding the right awayÓ and he would try to take this case before the Grand Jury for a 
criminal indictment.  Also, the insuredÕs mother told us that her husband went to school with 
the deceased wife.  They were told (rumors), about one week before the accident, she kicked 
the deceased out of the house.  The deceased and another man had been working on the 
Harley for a couple of years (rebuilding it??) and they had just finished it the day of the 
accident.  The deceased has a 12 year old daughter. 
 
We obtained video and photographs of the accident scene and the insuredÕs truck.  We called 
the investigating police officer; however, he never replied to our message. 
 
On this same day, we recorded the witness, Mary SmithÕs, statement.  A summary of her 
statement is as follows: 
Ms. Mary Smith maybe the only witness (who came forward and who was close enough to 
the accident).  She is the owner and operator, of XYZ Business, on 456 LMN Blvd.  She was 
already off of work, at the time of the accident, and she was not leaving her place of business 
(which is close to the accident scene).  Instead, she was on RST Dr (FM 1234) and turning 
onto LMN Blvd.  She was on her way to FGH Middle School.  At the intersection of RST Dr. 
and LMN Blvd., she was one vehicle back from the front vehicle.  A maroon Ford 
Expedition SUV was in front of her and to her left (in the left lane) was the Harley.   Behind 
the Harley was a white PU.  The Harley did not take off fast, but he was in front of the 
Expedition, then the Expedition accelerated and got about three car lengths ahead of Ms. 
Smith and somewhat ahead of the motorcycle.  As the Expedition traveled near the turn, onto 
IJL Dr., it had its right signal on.  By this time, the Harley was on the out side, left rear side, 
close to the rear driverÕs tire.  The motorcyclist stayed in the left lane and she does not think 
the motorcycle was speeding.  She could see the insured sitting at the intersection, the entire 
time, because she also thought about turning onto IJL Dr.  When she saw the SUV turning, 
she decided she did not want to be behind it any longer.  The insured was alone and he was 
watching the SUV and she could see this.  She saw the insured pull out, attempting to turn 
left.  She did not hear any brakes being applied; however, she was really focused on the 
truck, knowing that it was not going to make it across.  It was getting a little dusk, but the 
weather was clear.  Upon impact, the front of his truck was still in their (northbound) lanes.  
She does not think the insured ever saw the motorcycle.  She pulled off and immediately 
called 911.  When she walked up to the truck, the front of the truck was in the medium and it 
had a flat left tire.  The motorcycle was laying down close to it (it appeared to Òbounce offÓ).  
Mr. Doe had his truck windows down, so it is obvious he could hear the Harley, but he could 
not see it.  Since the right (southbound) lane was clear, he pulled out to turn left.  The insured 
unbuckled his seatbelt and he appeared to be dazed.  He complained about his head, neck and 
right leg and, as he stepped out, he held onto the side of the truck.  As far as the other 
vehicles, the driver of the white truck, was a young female.  She does not know her.  The 
deceased shirttail was still tucked in his pants and his cell phone was lying beside him, intact, 
which makes her believe the impact was not that bad, other than, he was not wearing a 
helmet.  From the deceased head injuries, it was apparent his fore head went into a piece of 
the broken, metal, grill guard, then he fell back from it, and onto the ground (please see the 
attached Audio tape copies). 
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CLOSING COMMENTS: 
On Wednesday, 05/11/05, Scott Glazener provided an email update of this investigation 
(including the digital still photos of the accident scene) to the requester.
